Camino hacia la Luz. - La Cuaresma recibe todo
su sentido de la Pascua. Si no hubiera Pascua
tampoco habria Cuaresma, o mejor: la vida ente-
ra seria una Cuaresma sin nombre, direccidén ni
sentido.
Estar en Cuaresma entonces es posar los 0jos en
el Sefor de la Pascua. A ello nos ayuda mucho la
vision del Cristo Transfigurado. En su misericor-
dia, Nuestro Sefior quiso dejar entrever un poco
de su victoria antes de C}ue empezara lo més cruel
de la batalla. Su frase final de hoy muestra bien
cual era el sentido de aquella experiencia Unica de
luz y de gloria: "No cuenten a nadie lo que han
visto, hasta que el Hijo del hombre haya resucita-
do de entre los muertos." Esa frase apunta al
vinculo indisoluble entre la Transfiguracion y la
Resurreccion.
La luz grande esta al final. Pero antes esté el ca-
mino. Nosotros, como Abrahén en la primera lec-
tura, tenemos que hacer camino. Observemos
mejor en qué circunstancias inicia su recorrido
este patriarca y aprendamos de él qué puede ser-
virnos para nuestro propio itinerario.
Caminar significa "dejar". - Dios pone en ca-
mino a Abraham. Dificilmente podemos captar
nosotros todo lo que podian significar aquellas pa-
labras que le dirige: "Deja tu pais, a tu parentela
y la casa de tu padre.” Nuestra cultura, por lo me-
nos en Occidente, se mueve dentro de parame-
tros de leyes conocidas y derechos universalmen-
te reconocidos. Uno sabe que adn en situaciones
extremas hay referencias que permanecen: go-
biernos, embajadas, policia, medios de comunica-
cion. Nada de eso tenia Abraham. El dia que sali6
fue casi como estarse muriendo.
Una Cuaresma bien vivida es algo asi: es un em-
pefio de dejar atras lo que ya debe quedar atras,
o dicho de manera mas clara y fuerte, "que en
cuanto a vuestra anterior manera de vivir, os des-
ojéis del viejo hombre, que se corrompe segin
0s deseos engafiosos, y que seais renovados en
el espiritu de vuestra mente, y os vistais del nue-
vo hombre, el cual, en la semejanza de Dios, ha
sido creado en la justicia y santidad de la ver-
dad" (Ef 4,22 -24). Este es también el sentido ori-
ginal de "mortificacion" y de "mortificar,” que no
es otra cosa sino "dar muerte" a lo que debe mo-
rir en nosotros. El objetivo es ser nuevos pero el
precio es admitir una cuota de muerte en lo que
debe morir.

Caminar significa "depender". - Dios le dice a
Abraham que deje su tierra pero no le muestra a
qué tierra le habra de llevar. Sélo le dice que se la
mostrara. Partir, en esas circunstancias, significa
depender. Nuestro mundo gusto de la palabra in-
dependencia y mira toda dependencia como una
esclavitud que debe ser superada. Un resultado de
ello es que muchas personas, mas que nunca en
la Historia, hacen su vida en una soledad impre-
sionante. Pero ese es otro tema. Lo que por ahora
nos interesa es subrayar que este camino de re-
novacion es un camino en la dependencia y en la
obediencia (otra palabra impopular).

Sencillamente es aquello de "ser nifios," de saber-
nos y reconocernos nifios, hijos de Dios. El nifio
atraviesa la ciudad inmensa y peligrosa sin temor
porque va de la mano de la mama. Asi nosotros
también superamos escollos y abismos de la mano
de Dios. El otro nombre que eso tiene es
"dependencia,” "obediencia."

En ocasiones el panorama se ensombrece. Enton-
ces aplicamos lo de Pablo en la segunda lectura de
hoy: "Comparte conmigo los sufrimientos por la
predicacion del Evangelio, sostenido por la fuerza
de Dios." Sabemos que esos sufrimientos nos qui-
tan peso, nos podan, nos rejuvenecen. Al final del
camino, ya sabemos quién nos espera: "Cristo Je-
sus, nuestro salvador, que destruy6 la muerte y
ha hecho brillar la luz de la vida y de la inmortali-
dad, por medio del Evangelio.”
