Feast Day May 1 
 

     Saint Joseph the  

           Worker 
 
To foster deep devotion to Saint Joseph 
among Catholics, and in response to the ñMay Dayò celebra-
tions for workers sponsored by Communists, Pope Pius XII 
instituted the feast of Saint Joseph the Worker in 1955. This 
feast extends the long relationship between Joseph and the 
cause of workers in both Catholic faith and devotion. Begin-
ning in the Book of Genesis, the dignity of human work has 
long been celebrated as a participation in the creative work of 
God. By work, humankind both fulfills the command found in 
Genesis to care for the earth (Gn 2:15) and to be productive in 
their labors. Saint Joseph, the carpenter and foster father of 
Jesus, is but one example of the holiness of human labor. Jesus, 
too, was a carpenter. He learned the trade from Saint Joseph 
and spent his early adult years working side-by-side in Josephôs 
carpentry shop before leaving to pursue his ministry as preach-
er and healer. In his encyclical Laborem Exercens, Pope John 
Paul II stated: ñthe Church considers it her task always to call 
attention to the dignity and rights of those who work, to con-
demn situations in which that dignity and those rights are vio-
lated, and to help to guide [social] changes so as to ensure au-
thentic progress by man and society.ò Saint Joseph is held up 
as a model of such work. Pius XII emphasized this when he 
said, ñThe spirit flows to you and to all men from the heart of 
the God-man, Savior of the world, but certainly, no worker was 
ever more completely and profoundly penetrated by it than the 
foster father of Jesus, who lived with Him in closest intimacy 
and community of family life and work.ò                                                                                                                      
Reflection To capture the devotion to Saint Joseph within the 
Catholic liturgy, in 1870, Pope Pius IX declared Saint Joseph 
the patron of the universal Church. In 1955, Pope Pius XII add-
ed the feast of Saint Joseph the Worker. This silent saint, who 
was given the noble task of caring and watching over the Vir-
gin Mary and Jesus, now cares for and watches over the 
Church and models for all the dignity of human work                  
www.

May - The Month of the Virgin Mary 
The Catholic practice of assigning a special devotion 
to each month goes back to the early 16th century. 
Since the best known of those devotions is probably 
the dedication of May as the month of the Blessed 
Virgin Mary, it might come as a surprise that it   
wasn't until the late 18th century that this devotion 
arose among Jesuits in Rome. In the early years of 
the 19th century, it quickly spread throughout the 
Western Church, and, by the time of Pope Pius IX's 
declaration of the dogma of the Immaculate Concep-
tion in 1854, it had become universal. 
May crownings and other special events in May in 
honor of Mary, such as public recitation of the    
rosary, stem from this time. Sadly, such communal 
events are rare today, but we can take the month of 
May as an opportunity to renew our own devotion to 
the Mother of God by dusting off our rosaries and 
adding a few more Marian prayers to our daily    
routine. 
Parents, in particular, should encourage Marian 
devotion in their children, since the non-Catholic 
Christians they encounter today often downplay     
(if not denigrate) the role that the Blessed Virgin 
played in our salvation through her fiatðher joy-
ous "Yes" to the will of God.

El Tiempo Pascual.- La Pascua que celebra nuestra fe cristiana 
no cabe en un solo día ni en una semana: se prolonga litúrgica-
mente a todo el tiempo llamado "pascual," que va hasta Pente-
costés, y también a todos los domingos del año. De hecho, el día 
domingo conserva su importancia todo el año porque cada do-
mingo es un eco del gran domingo de la Resurrección del Señor. 
Los dos puntos de referencia, entonces, son la Resurrección y 
Pentecostés, que marcan no sólo el comienzo y el final del tiem-
po pascual sino el sentido de este mismo tiempo: porque Cristo 
ha resucitado el don del Espíritu Santo que lo ungió a él hoy nos 
unge a nosotros. "Si el Espíritu de aquel que resucitó a Jesús de 
entre los muertos habita en vosotros, el mismo que resucitó a 
Cristo Jesús de entre los muertos, también dará vida a vuestros 
cuerpos mortales," escribe san Pablo en Romanos 8,11. Noso-
tros, pues, celebramos la Pascua de Cristo no sólo como algo 
que le pasó a él sino como algo que acontece en nosotros, pues 
el nexo entre él y nosotros es el Espíritu Santo que manó profu-
samente en Pentecostés.   
Se murió la muerte.- La primera lectura viene del discurso del 
apóstol Pedro en Pentecostés. Después de lo que hemos comen-
tado, ya entendemos el estrecho vínculo que une a Pascua y 
Pentecostés y por tanto no nos extraña que Pedro levante su voz 
para decir con vigor maravilloso: "Conforme al plan previsto y 
sancionado por Dios, Jesús fue entregado, y ustedes por medio 
de los paganos lo clavaron en la cruz. Pero Dios lo resucitó rom-
piendo las ataduras de la muerte; no era posible que la muerte lo 
retuviera bajo su dominio" (Hechos 2,23-24). Varias cosas debe-
mos destacar en esas palabras que fueron capaces de traspasar 
como espadas los corazones de los oyentes. Lo primero es que 
la muerte de Cristo no es un accidente ni es sólo el fruto de con-
fabulaciones humanas: hay un PLAN, hay una lógica, hay un 
propósito, en todo lo que le ha sucedido al Profeta de Nazareth y 
ese plan tiene la sanción divina porque su desenlace no es el que 

pretendían quienes se aliaron contra Jesús. Lo segundo es que 
Pedro muestra la responsabilidad del pueblo. Si bien hay un plan 
y Dios saca bienes de los males eso no quita que nuestros males 
son auténticos males, y que precisamente por ello necesitábamos 
el bien auténtico de una salvación que no merecíamos. Y lo ter-
cero es que la gran derrotada ha sido la muerte, que no podía 
"retenerlo" bajo su dominio. Es maravilloso meditar en la indiges-
tión que sufrió la muerte al tragarse como bocado al Autor de la 
vida. Sobre esto los Padres de la Iglesia nos han dejado páginas 
brillantes. Cristo derrotado es Cristo victorioso, porque en su de-
rrota ha penetrado las cavernas de la muerte y desde el fondo de 
ella, como antes, como al principio desde las entrañas de la na-
da, ahora hace brotar un mundo nuevo. ¡Es Pascua, Aleluya!   
De camino a Emaús.- Emaús es un tremendo símbolo, después 
de la escena que nos cuenta el evangelio de hoy. Es el símbolo 
del fracaso, de la dispersión, de la desilusión. Estos dos discípu-
los que se van de Jerusalén son una imagen de todos aquellos 
que se habían ilusionado con Cristo y que ahora, perplejos por la 
Cruz, no ven otro camino que la huida, la retirada, el largo duelo 
por haberse atrevido a soñar con un mundo mejor. Jesús los al-
canzó. Se hizo "el encontradizo", salió al paso de ese duelo que 
punzaba sus almas y ensombrecía sus rostros. ¡Dios, cuánta 
misericordia en ese solo hecho! ¡Qué piedad la del Señor, que no 
abandona a los que le abandonan y que busca mostrar su rostro 
a los que ya le daban la espalda! Cristo les explica las Escrituras. 
Hace camino con ellos, no sólo en cuanto une sus pies a los de 
estos entristecidos, sino sobre todo en cuanto recorre a su lado la 
senda interior que lleva de la oscuridad a la luz y de la desolación 
a la esperanza. Así también Cristo sigue haciendo camino con su 
pueblo y con todos los pueblos y gentes. No nos desanimemos 
de ver desánimo incluso en quienes han estado con nosotros 
oyendo al Maestro. Bien es posible que si ellos huyen Cristo ca-
mine más rápido y en algún recodo del camino les alcance con el 
poder de su gracia. Lo reconocieron "al partir el pan". Es el gesto 
entrañable, el estilo único, la manera caritativa y bella de Jesús. 
Tiene que ser él; nadie más parte así el pan, nadie lo agradece 
como él, nadie lo bendice y nos bendice como él. ¡Qué hermosu-
ra, qué dulzura, qué ternura! Iglesia de Dios: ¡alégrate en Cristo, 
gózate en su Pascua, reconócelo en el Pan!
