Saint Teresa of Avila 
(March 28, 1515 ï October 4, 1582) 
Saint of the day for October 15 
 

Teresa lived in an age of exploration as well 
as political, social, and religious upheaval. It 
was the 16th century, a time of turmoil and 
reform. She was born before the Protestant 
Reformation and died almost 20 years after 
the closing of the Council of Trent.                                                                                                                                                       
The gift of God to Teresa in and through which she became holy and 
left her mark on the Church and the world is threefold: She was a 
woman; she was a contemplative; she was an active reformer.                                                                                                                     
As a woman, Teresa stood on her own two feet, even in the manôs 
world of her time. She was ñher own woman,ò entering the Carmelites 
despite strong opposition from her father. She is a person wrapped not 
so much in silence as in mystery. Beautiful, talented, outgoing, adapta-
ble, affectionate, courageous, enthusiastic, she was totally human. 
Like Jesus, she was a mystery of paradoxes: wise, yet practical; intelli-
gent, yet much in tune with her experience; a mystic, yet an energetic 
reformer; a holy woman, a womanly woman.                                                                                                                                                                                         
Teresa was a woman ñfor God,ò a woman of prayer, discipline, and 
compassion. Her heart belonged to God. Her ongoing conversion was 
an arduous lifelong struggle, involving ongoing purification and suffer-
ing. She was misunderstood, misjudged, and opposed in her efforts at 
reform. Yet she struggled on, courageous and faithful; she struggled 
with her own mediocrity, her illness, her opposition. And in the midst of 
all this she clung to God in life and in prayer. Her writings on prayer 
and contemplation are drawn from her experience: powerful, practical, 
and graceful. She was a woman of prayer; a woman for God.                                                                                                    
Teresa was a woman ñfor others.ò Though a contemplative, she spent 
much of her time and energy seeking to reform herself and the Car-
melites, to lead them back to the full observance of the primitive Rule. 
She founded over a half-dozen new monasteries. She traveled, wrote, 
foughtðalways to renew, to reform. In her self, in her prayer, in her 
life, in her efforts to reform, in all the people she touched, she was a 
woman for others, a woman who inspired and gave life.                                                                                                                                                                                  
Her writings, especially the Way of Perfection and The Interior Castle, 
have helped generations of believers. In 1970, the Church gave her 
the title she had long held in the popular mind: Doctor of the Church. 
She and St. Catherine of Siena were the first women so honored.                                                                                                                                                                        
Reflection: Ours is a time of turmoil, a time of reform, and a time of 
liberation. Modern women have in Teresa a challenging example. 
Promoters of renewal, promoters of prayer, all have in Teresa a wom-
an to reckon with, one whom they can admire and imitate.

Forgiveness Makes You Free!

I just finished watching a marathon of you-tube videos about 
the Rwanda genocide that occurred in April 1994. Close to 
a million people were killed in just 100 days. How could 
neighbors attack and kill neighbors? Seriously, this is exactly 
what occurred. A survivor named Immaculee Ilbagiza--- will 
give you an eyewitness account of how she survived and 
found God in the process. Today she goes about the world 
preaching about the power of forgiveness and reconciliation.   
How does ministering on the streets relate to the ô94 geno-
cide of Rwanda? Well even here in the beautiful streets of 
Houston we hear lots of stories of attacks on the weak: like 
the one of a 55 year old homeless woman being pistol 
whipped unconscious while entering a corner store. Then 
there is Benny, one of the kindest homeless gentlemen we 
know, having his leg broken because he couldnõt produce 2 
dollars he owed to another man. What is a 65 year old man 
going to do with a broken leg? People in the homeless com-
munity are beginning to ask questions. What is going on? 
Why is this happening to us? We donõt have anything!  Iõll tell 
you what is going on. God is going on! There is a scripture 
that states: When the enemy comes in like a flood the spirit 
of the Lord will rise up a standard against him. Isaiah 59:19. 
God is still working. The Breaking Bread Team was there 
to offer not only food and clothing but prayer as well. We will 
all have the opportunity to be hurt by someone. It may be 
even someone close to you like a family member (oppressed 
by a vice of drugs or alcohol), or maybe you are being misun-
derstood by a manager or co-worker where you work. Jesusõ 
instructions to us is to forgive and pray, pray, prayé1st. pray 
without ceasing (1Thes. 5:17), then donõt worry about any-
thing but pray (Phil. 4:6-7), and thereõs my favorite, òpray for 
those who mistreat youó (Luke 6:28). Wow! Sure all this and 
more will continue to take place because we live in a fallen 
world, but when we hit the streets our message is the same 
gospel of forgiveness and love that Immaculee and Jesus 
preach. Forgiveness is a powerful thing. Like I heard a    
woman minister recently say,                         
òForgiveness doesnõt make them rightñit makes you free.ó
